  6:33   Lt. Staples stated that the Resolution was to approve the appointment of Aaron Strom to serve as a member of the Local Emergency Planning Committee.  Staples advised that the term was for 3 years and that Captain Strom was present to answer any questions from the committee.  Supv. Wamboldt asked Staples if the concerns from the previous meeting had been addressed with Strom.  Staples responded that he had addressed the attendance issues with Strom.  Wamboldt then asked Strom to explain the excused and unexcused absences pertaining to the previous committee meetings.  Strom advised that shortly after being appointed to the committee, his position as interim fire chief and the transition from “Town” to “Village required numerous meetings and calls that caused last minute unexcused absences.  Strom stated he still currently work 24/48-hour shifts, but plans to attend all meetings.  Wamboldt asked if the absences would occur less frequently now due to changes in the department.  Strom answered that Chief Wilkinson is helping with accommodations for him to attend meetings. Supv. Yuhas asked if an alternate would be sent when Strom wasn’t able to attend meetings.  Strom advised that he will attempt to send an alternate in his absence.  Wamboldt expressed that if there was a last-minute emergency there would not be time to find an alternate and Strom agreed. Staples then explained that emergency situations would fall under excused absences.  Supv. Celebre questioned if the committee only meets twice a year and Staples confirmed.  Staples advised that moving forward, the most convenient day and time for all members would be selected for the meetings.  Yuhas stated that she felt confident that Strom will be able to attend meetings.
