Academy of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry, the average age of first time marijuana use is 14.
The average age of first time alcohol use is 11 for boys and 13 for girls. By the time they graduate
from high school 40% of all teens have used marijuana. We cannot assume that all children who
smoke marijuana will become heroin addicts. However, the danger does exist, and research
supports the progression of use.

Parents are still the most powerful influence in their children’s lives. Children who learn about the
risks of drugs and alcohol from their parents are 50% less likely to use than those who don't.
