Status Report for August, 2021

 Kenosha County Veterans Memorial Park:
o Phase I: Contractor(s) are progressing with landscaping along parkway, 

detention basins, and trails.  Work has begun with the honor plaza concrete 
and dry stack stone wall.  Work is continuing on schedule due to continued 
favorable weather conditions.

o Phase II: Design work is progressing with the proposed plaza restroom 
facility, entrance signs and six memorial shelters.  

 Pike River Restoration (Phase II) and Pedestrian Bridge Replacement: Earthwork,
tree removal, in-stream feature installation, and new trail construction is 
progressing downstream. The new pedestrian bridge was installed on 7/21.  Tree 
removals will be completed by the end of July with earthwork, in-stream features 
and site restoration continuing until mid-September.

 Petrifying Springs Park & UW-Parkside Comprehensive Trail Plan: Work is 
ongoing with the creation of 3.4 miles of multiuse hiking trails per the master plan. 
Approximately 2 miles of multiuse trail has been cleared by Park staff with 
WisCorps progressing with final grading and compaction of trails.
